Re: Sports Development - Squash Courts
I am writing as an Ormskirk resident and President of the Merseyside SRA, also sitting on the  Council of England Squash  which is the national governing body for squash and racketball.
It is good to see that Edge Hill has a squash court already but it would be very much better if the facility could be enlarged so as to offer two or three glass back courts adjacent to each other, both to provide extra playing facilities and, perhaps even more important for a University,  to enable coaching and teaching to take place.  There are several modern systems for building court facilities in this way, e.g. ASB which provides moveable walls so that the three courts can be turned into a single floor area when not in use for squash.  The glass back wall enables people to watch, video, coach and teach, and two or three tiers of simple  spectator seating give all that is needed for group teaching etc.  For a university with sports learning/teaching objectives, this expanded facility would prove a very valuable addition – not least since the present single court has minimal viewing capability  (which in practice is covered up in any case since it is upstairs in the gym area..)
I am sure that England Squash would be very happy to give any technical other advice which you might want, e.g. through their northwest regional manager Angela Cwaczko (pronounced Sw- ash-co), and the Lancashire SRA Chairman,  Bernie Gill is also very willing to help.
This is a most exciting opportunity and it would be a great feather in Sporting Edge’s cap if it could include a facility along these lines.
