Flowchart of Procedure for Reporting Safeguarding Concerns

Safeguarding concern arises from information which indicates that an individual has or may have:

e Behaved in a way that harmed (or may have harmed) a child(ren), young person(s) or adult(s) at risk;
e Possibly committed a criminal offence against or related to a child(ren) or young person(s);
e Behaved towards a child(ren) or young person(s) in a way that indicates they are unsuitable to work with
children or young people.

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Seek confidential advice from the Senior Safeguarding Officer or nominated
authority (including concerns about the behaviour of another member of staff).
