Sandwich Placements, Faculty of Arts
and Sciences

A sandwich placement is a year working in
industry taken by students between the
second and third year of a degree. For
students, the aim is to build, develop and
apply their skills as acquired through their
degree in order to improve their
employment prospects once they graduate.

Short-term Placements, Faculty of
Arts and Sciences

A short-term placement usually takes place
during the second year and can run over a
number of weeks or months depending on
the course requirements. Short-term
placements are either compulsory or
optional depending on the chosen course
module and are unpaid. For students the aim
is to gain work experience related to their
studies and career pathways.
