 Appeal process

1.5 All appeals are lodged with the Money Advice Team Manager via moneyadvice@edgehill.ac.uk who will investigate the appeal.

1.6 [bookmark: _Hlk132965170]If details of any exceptional circumstances, which were not previously made available as part of the original application, are included (but there is no further evidence of expenditure) the appeal will be referred to a panel (Money Advice Manager, plus the Head of Department or Director) for a decision.

1.7 If details of any addition expenditure, which were not previously made available as part of the original application, are included, the application will be reassessed by the Money Advice Manager.

1.8 Students will be notified of the outcome of the appeal within 10 working days of the appeal being received.
