Drug and Alcohol Abuse Prevention Programme

The University considers the important issue of substance misuse when fulfilling its wider
legal, health, safety, educational and professional responsibilities in relation to staff and
student care and conduct. Alongside Edge Hil's commitment to supporting and promoting
the positive wellbeing of students and staff, it also has a legal responsibility to uphold the
law in all matters, working within the framework of the Misuse of Drugs Act 1971 and other
relevant legislation.

The US Department of Education provides information on the penalties associated with
drug related offences under the US Higher Education Act. If a student loses their eligibility
for a US Federal Loan as a result of these penalties, they may have to return any federal
aid they received during the period of eligibility. The University will provide students with a
written notice which informs them of their loss of eligibility and advises them of the ways in
which they can regain eligibility.

Entrance and Exit Counselling for Federal Student Loan Borrowers

Students are advised to familiarise themselves with and fully understand the principles of
responsible borrowing and repayment before they request their US Federal Loan. ltis
important that they understand their rights and obligations when borrowing US Federal
Loans.

The Federal Student Aid website details an student loan estimate payment calculator with
which students can calculate their estimated loan repayment.

As a condition of a loan agreement students must complete:

e entrance counselling — all first-time borrowers are required to complete the online
entrance counselling for all loans except Parent PLUS loan borrowers. This must be
completed before the University can originate a loan. When completed the student
is advised to email usloans@edgehill.ac.uk with a screen shot confirming it has
been completed.

o Single year and final year students must also complete exit counselling — students
will also be required to complete this shortly before they complete their studies.

Equality in Athletic Disclosure Act
The University does not have an intercollegiate athletic programme as defined by the US
Department of Education.

Facilities and Services available to students with disabilities

The University’s Inclusion Team provides information, guidance and support to applicants
and student who have disclosed a disability and work closely with academic and support
staff across the University.

To access Direct Loans to support their studies students must complete the Free
Application for Federal Aid (FAFSA) form and confirm that Edge Hill University is their
nominated school.
